NDACTE Outstanding Service Award
PURPOSE

The NDACTE Outstanding Service Award is for an individual in recognition of extended and meritorious contributions to the improvement, promotion, development and progress of career & technical education. This award will be presented to individuals whose careers have been marked by actions that have enabled career and technical education programs to respond more fully to the individual needs of people for assistance in achieving more productive lives.
ELIGIBILITY
This award may be presented to individuals whose careers have been marked by actions that have enabled career and technical education programs to respond more fully to the individual needs of people for assistance in achieving more productive lives. Nominees should have made contributions or achieved prominence above salaried position assignments at the local, state, regional and national levels. Those who have recognition outside of their field of work and those who have made contributions of national significance will be most highly rated. 
The nominees will be evaluated on the following criteria:

A. actions that have enabled career and technical education programs to respond more fully to the individual needs of people for assistance in achieving more productive lives  

B. meritorious contributions of state or national significance to the improvement, promotion, development and progress of career and technical education 

C. publications 

D. significant contributions to the field of career and technical education 

APPLICATION PROCEDURES

All nominations must come from NDACTE members, but the nominee is not required to be an NDACTE member. Each nominee must be endorsed or sponsored by an association, agency, group, several individuals or a combination of these. All material must be submitted electronically through the NDACTE Award Chairperson (Items 1-3 in one single PDF file, photo in separate JPG file).
Applications for this award must include:

1. NDACTE Excellence Awards Application (first two pages of this document) 
2. Support information: Please describe the following in regards to the nominee:

· actions that have enabled career and technical education programs to respond more fully to the individual needs of people for assistance in achieving more productive lives  

· meritorious contributions of state or national significance to the improvement, promotion, development and progress of career and technical education

NDACTE Special Awards

NDACTE Award of Merit
PURPOSE

The NDACTE Award of Merit is to recognize individuals or organizations outside the field of career and technical education for the highest meritorious contributions to the improvement, promotion, development and progress of career and technical education. Businesses and organizations considered for the Award of Merit must have demonstrated a concern for career and technical education through sponsored programs, publications, financial support and other activities. Nominees who have made contributions of national significance will be most highly rated. 

ELIGIBILITY

Business firms, industries, online communities, boards of education, boards of trustees, lay citizens groups, state or national committees and any other types of organizations that have contributed significantly to career and technical education are eligible recipients of this award. 

The nominees will be evaluated on the following criteria:

A. impact of contributions through sponsored programs  

B. impact of contributions through publications 

C. impact of contributions through financial support 

D. impact of contributions through other activities 

APPLICATION PROCEDURES

All nominations must come from NDACTE members. Each nominee must be endorsed or sponsored by an association, agency, group, several individuals or a combination. All material must be submitted electronically through the NDACTE Award Chairperson (Items 1-3 in one single PDF file, photo in separate JPG file).
Each nominee shall be evaluated on the following components:
1. NDACTE Excellence Awards Application (first two pages of this document)

2. Support information. This should be no more than one page in each of the four sections as follows: 

· Section A – Sponsored Programs.  

· Section B – Publications.  

· Section C – Financial Support.  

· Section D – Other Activities.  

3. Letters of support, limited to a maximum of ten pages. Letters should be one page in length. Suggested endorsers might include: political leaders, professional association leaders, business and industrial leaders, educational leaders, civic leaders, parents and students.

NDACTE Special Awards

NDACTE Policymaker  of the Year
PURPOSE

The NDACTE Policymaker of the Year award is for a person in the state or national legislative branch of government who has served in that office for more than one year.
ELIGIBILITY

The nominee should be one who has worked with career & technical educators on legislative issues, who communicates career & technical education concerns to others in the legislative body, has assisted in enacting legislation beneficial to career & technical education students, and has had involvement in local career & technical education programs. Nominees for this award need not be NDACTE members.
APPLICATION PROCEDURES

All material must be submitted electronically through the NDACTE Award Chairperson (Items 1-3 in one single PDF file, photo in separate JPG file).

Each nominee shall be evaluated on the following components:

1. NDACTE Excellence Awards Application (first two pages of this document)
2. Cover letter stating nominee’s qualifications for the award in regards to the following:
a. Examples of collaboration and consultation with career & technical educators on legislative issues.

b. Examples of assistance in enacting legislation beneficial to career & technical education students.

c. Examples of communicating career & technical education legislative concerns to others in the legislative body.

d. Examples of personal involvement in career & technical education programs.

3. Letters of support (up to 3 letters may be attached – limit of 1 page per letter)
