for Career and Technical Education’s (ACTE) National Policy Seminar (NPS) March 8-10 in Arlington, VA, and met with Members of Congress on Capitol Hill to voice support for career and technical education (CTE). One of the major concerns was the Administration’s Fiscal Year 2011 budget request that level-funded the Carl D. Perkins Career and Technical Education Act (Perkins), which hasn’t seen an increase in funding since 2004. Perkins provides resources for secondary and postsecondary education and training programs that prepare youth and adults to be successful in high-wage, high-demand careers.

At the opening session of the NPS, attendees heard from Roberto Rodriguez, special assistant to the president for education in the Domestic Policy Council at the White House. He provided information about the Administration’s education priorities. During Tuesday’s general session, Assistant Secretary Jane Oates from the Department of Labor’s Employment and Training Administration discussed the critical role CTE plays in developing a qualified workforce. During the closing general session, Assistant Secretary Brenda Dann-Messier from the Office of Vocational and Adult Education addressed the important role CTE programs of study have in training people for careers, including those in emerging industries like sustainability. 
During the conference, attendees also heard from more than 25 other speakers, including congressional staff, on a variety of issues including funding opportunities, the role CTE plays in the economy and the workforce, and the latest information on the Workforce Investment Act, Elementary and Secondary Education Act, and Fiscal Year 2011 budget and appropriations process. ACTE also held sessions on how to deliver the CTE message to policymakers and the community, student advocacy, and business partnerships.  
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
