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1.   Division/Region Accomplishments since the last report:

PREFERRED FUTURE

Builds networks

· The planning process for the Region IV conference includes inviting business and industry partners to join the conference and provide hands on learning sessions that will allow incorporation of these partners into the CTE learning environment. These partnerships will continue to be secured throughout the conference and follow-ups. 

· Networking is also being encouraged at all levels of membership through membership development, communication and partnership opportunities.

· OK is assisting in the search efforts of a new Oklahoma State Director of CTE and was host this year to the Best Practices Conference which had a large participation.

NM is currently planning their summer conference in June of 2013.

Integrates Disciplines

· Region IV has states that have entered in to a joining membership agreement with ACTE to promote membership. Membership is promoted weekly through the Region IV weekly updates and also through each region newsletter. 

Voice of CTE

· OK has participated at the request of the Senate in the OK Senate Interim studies, met regularly with legislators regarding the concern of possible legislation to be voted on in the upcoming session. The OK Exec. Director is meeting regularly with lobbyists hired by the association to promote growth and funding for Oklahoma CTE. 

· NM is currently in the planning stage for the NM state roundhouse CTE day. Over 250 students and advisors will be in attendance for training sessions, press conferences and introductions on the senate and house floors. They will interact directly with legislators to promote CTE and CTSO activities.

· TX is working with legislation regarding the expansion of funding for career and technical education college and career exploration courses taught at the middle school level. These courses will require that every student have a graduation plan by grade nine.
