SkillsUSA:  Leah Rife thanked the group for the difference they make in students lives and told her story of how SkillsUSA has helped her education and professional development.
Tim Lawrence reported that the 2013 Washington Leadership and Training Institute (WLTI) had 380 attendees and over 100 congressional visits were made by students and advisors in September.  He reported a very successful national conference this past June with record participation. Mike Rowe was SkillsUSA’s keynote speaker and Mike continues to be an advocate for SkillsUSA and CTE. SkillsUSA is also redesigning the website and conducting a communications audit to determine best practices in communicating with stakeholders. This summer National Leadership and Skills Conference (NLSC) will be the final conference in Kansas City and will also be SkillsUSA’s 50th conference. The conference will kick off a yearlong celebration leading up to SkillsUSA’s 50th birthday. The theme for 2014 is SkillsUSA Champions at Work: Educated and Skilled to Lead America.
ASTS: Ed Sullivan: Transition from Don Eshelby to Ed Sullivan is in place. Alex reported on CCTE certification – new 3rd party partner/administration is Eastern Illinois University. Committee changed by Dr. John Gaal from St. Louis Carpenters. Website is being redesigned and NLSC sessions being planned.
