Support for FFA charter revisions was discussed. 
Resolution of Support for the FFA Charter

Whereas, an amended version of the National FFA Organization federal charter was last presented to the 105th Congress for review.

Whereas, FFA is an integral component of agricultural education, including, without limitation, the industries of agriculture, food and natural resources. FFA shall be intracurricular to the agricultural education program. 

Whereas, the board consists of individuals representing education, agriculture, food and natural resources and FFA, and

Whereas, the number of directors, terms of office of the directors and the methods of selecting the directors shall be provided in the corporation’s constitution and/or bylaws, and

Whereas, the National FFA Organization will seek support for changes from stakeholders.

Resolved, that the National FFA Organization will present changes regarding the charter to the 115th Congress of the United States; 

Resolved, that the charter will read to include work-based experiential learning; 

Resolved, that the charter will provide for one board member from the U.S. Department of Education; 

Resolved, that the charter will provide for the board to appoint the chair and advisor; and 


Resolved, that the ACTE Agricultural Education Division Policy Committee supports the changes proposed by the National FFA Organization regarding the federal charter. 

The resolution was moved by Craig McEnany and seconded by Mike Womochil. The resolution passed unanimously.
