MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING: Dave Keaton (Maine) moved to accept the Policy Committee minutes of the June 25th meeting in Lancaster, Pennsylvania.  Allen Vaughan (Massachusetts) seconded the motion and the motion passed.
ACTE REGION I FINANCIAL REPORT:
Nancy Trivette distributed the Region I financial report.  She reported that there were minimal expenses for the region.  We have budgeted $5779 for Region I activities which were approved by the Policy Committee in April. We spent $40 from this year’s budget prior to the November 2012 meeting to cover a miscellaneous expense for the June 2012 meeting. We will have expenses relating to refreshments for the Policy and Business meetings today. Dave Keaton (Maine) moved to accept the report.  Mike Hawley (Ohio) seconded the motion and the motion passed.
Standing Committee Reports: 

Audit Review- Annie Foster- Annie was not present.

LeAnn Wilson, CFO at ACTE reported that the Audit committee met by phone in September and the audit was clean. 
LeAnn also reported that the organization expected this to be a “break-even” year for the Vision 2012 conference with a registration approximating the attendance in St. Louis.  They are tracking registrations daily and hope to reach a registration level of 3000 participants.
Awards- Nancy Trivette introduced Ernie Powers (West Virginia) as the chairman of the Region I Awards Committee.  Ernie has previously served as the chair of the awards committee and has returned after a hiatus.  Ernie reported that there were changes to some awards, including conducting awards interviews by telephone.  The deadline for states submitting awards applications to Region I (and all regions) has been changed to March 1.  He also reported that Region I was well represented in the awards categories this year.  

Bylaws- Mike Hawley (Ohio) – Mike reported that there are no recommended bylaws changes this year.

CTE Support Fund- Allen Vaughan (Massachusetts) attended the meeting and reported that the Support Fund was not very successful this year.  He also reported that the VISION 2012 would not feature an auction.  Allen reported that the committee chair for the region was vacant.  Chet Wichowski volunteered to serve as interim chair.
Nominations - Frank Yesalavich (New Jersey) – Frank was attending another meeting and will give a Nominations Report during the Business meeting.
Resolutions - Mark Pogliano (Michigan) reported that the committee would meet later in the conference schedule.  

Region I Conferences for 2013 and 2014
Nancy Trivette reported that the 2013 Region I meeting would be held during the National Policy Seminar (NPS) in Washington, DC in March.  Dave Keaton (Maine) was named chair of the 2013 meeting.  Dave will contact a senator to address the Region I meeting during the NPS.  Discussion included suggestions for the programs such as inclusion of state reports on best practices or other items of note from the states and whether the 2013 meeting would be considered a conference or a meeting.
Region I Vice President Report

Nancy Trivette recognized and thanked Van Hughes (Pennsylvania) for his years of dedicated service to ACTE and Region I.  Van retired from the position of Secretary of Region I in June 2012.  

Nancy also discussed:

· The increased use of electronic media to communicate with the membership.  

· The use of electronic media to manage division, state and national dues, whereby ACTE would act as the central collection point for a state, allowing a member to select and pay the appropriate dues package online.  ACTE would forward the dues to the appropriate state and/or division.  New Jersey is testing and modeling the system.  Chet Wichowski (Pennsylvania) suggested that this could be expanded to include other divisions such as Administration.
· Historical Region I data and documents have been converted to electronic media and saved on the Region I website. 
· Ernie Power (West Virginia) has updated all the regional awards documents electronically and posted them on line. 

· National membership in ACTE has been declining and there is a push to gain more members.  Nancy commended Maine for work to establish a Tri-State consortium which has already resulted in an increase of members. 
· What are the reasons for someone to become a member of ACTE?  Discussion included: information and networking, advocacy, a support system for educators, validation of teacher work, reinforcement of value of teaching as a career choice and professional obligation to belong to member organizations.
· Region I VP election process.  The states should begin encourage and recommend people to apply to serve as the Region I Vice President. The next term will begin July 2014, so applications, nominations and elections will occur in 2013. 
Review/Recognition Policy Committee appointments/vacancies and state rotation

It was noted that John Sandrene had retired and Mark Pagliano volunteered to serve on the Postsecondary Education committee until a replacement can be identified.
