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Article I

Name and Objectives

Section 1


This Association shall be known as the Kansas Trade and Industrial Education Association (KTIEA).
Section 2


The objectives of this Association shall be:

a. To promote professional growth and leadership among its membership

b. To constantly improve the standards of the profession

c. To cooperate with other educational agencies in improving professional relationships

d. To unify all trade and industrial education interests through representative membership

e. To encourage students to enter the trade or industrial education teaching field

Article II

Membership

Section 1


Provisions shall be made for the following types of membership: regular, associate, sustaining, honorary, and student.

Section 2
Regular Membership


All persons actively engaged in Trade or Industrial Education teaching or related work in the elementary, secondary, administrative, college or university level, and trade training programs are eligible for membership.

Section 3
Associate Membership


Persons interested in the field of Trade or Technical Education but not actively employed in the field and who are in accord with the objectives of the Association as stated are eligible for associate membership.

Section 4
Sustaining Membership


Commercial and Industrial Firms, Companies, and other similar groups are eligible for sustaining membership. KTIEA membership cards will be provided for sustaining members and stamped as such.  Privileges accorded to sustaining members shall be determined by the Board of Directors.

Section 5
Honorary Membership


Persons retired from full-time activities in the field of Trade or Industrial Education and/or others may be awarded and honorary membership at the discretion of the Board of Directors.  Any regular member shall have the privilege of submitting names of honorary members.

Section 6
Student Members


Students in Trade or Industrial Education are eligible for student membership.

Section 7
Only regular or life members of the Association shall be eligible to hold office, or be chairman of standing committees, and vote on matters coming before the body at any authorized meeting of the Association.  All other types of membership shall carry the right to attend all meeting of the Association but not the privilege of voting or holding office.
Article III

Officers

Section 1


The Board of Directors shall consist of the president, president-elect, most recent past president, pathway representatives, and secretary-treasurer.

Section 2


The Executive Board shall consist of the president, president-elect, most recent past president, and secretary-treasurer. This Board may be called by the president to transact special or urgent business for the Association.

Section 3


The elective officers of this Association shall be the president-elect.
Section 4


The pathway representatives shall be appointed by the members of the pathway they represent. Each pathway (as approved by KSDE) that is represented by KTIEA may have a representative sit on the Board of Directors.
Section 5


The president-elect shall be selected from the current Board of Director members. If a board member cannot be selected, nominations shall be taken from the floor. Candidates with experience in KTIEA/KACTE are preferred. The president-elect shall become president (automatically) after serving for one year.

Section 6


The duties of each officer shall be prescribed in the By-Laws.

Section 7


The secretary-treasurer shall be appointed by the Board of Directors.  This term of office shall be for three years.  The secretary-treasurer may be reappointed.

Section 8


When a duly elected or appointed officer of the Association is unable to assume or fails to carry out the duties of his office, the Executive Board shall appoint another member to the office who shall serve until the next regular election.

Section 9


All elected and appointed officers shall assume their duties after the official annual meeting of the KTIEA.

Article IV

Election of Officers

Section 1


Election of officers shall be conducted by the membership at large at the annual KTIEA meeting.  Nominations will be presented by the Board of Directors at the Annual Meeting.  They will also be taken from the floor, providing the candidates meet eligibility requirements.

Section 2


Candidates for officers of the Association shall give their consent before being nominated.

Section 3


A candidate receiving a majority vote shall be declared elected.

Article V

Compensation
Section 1


No officer of this Association shall receive any remuneration for their service, except the secretary-treasurer. The secretary-treasurer may receive compensation. This fee shall be set by the Board of Directors and be in effect for the duration of their service.
Article VI

Meetings and Place of Meetings

Section 1


The annual meeting of the Association shall be held yearly at the time and place as approved by the Board of Directors.

Section 2


The Association may hold or sponsor as many other meetings as the Board of Directors shall consider advisable.
Article VII

Board of Directors

Section 1


The Board of Directors shall be responsible for the yearly program of the Association.

Section 2


The Board of Directors shall approve all bills presented for payment by the secretary-treasurer, before they shall be allowed.

Section 3


The president shall act as chairman of the Board of Directors.  The president-elect shall act as the chairman during the absence of the president.

Section 4


The Board of Directors may establish special committees to handle assignments not covered by any standing committee.

Article VIII

Standing Committees

Section 1


The standing committees shall be appointed by the Board of Directors and duties assigned upon appointment as required.

Section 2


The chair of each “standing committee” shall present an annual report with recommendation to the Association at its annual meeting and that such recommendations be adopted and published in the official minutes.

Section 3


The duties of the “standing committees” shall be prescribed by the Board of Directors as established by K-ACTE by-laws.

Article IX

Dues

Section 1


The Board of Directors shall have the authority to set the dues structure for the Association subject to approval by the membership.  Approval requires a simple majority of the membership at the annual meeting.

Article X

Order of Business

Section 1


Parliamentary proceedings shall be conducted according to “Robert’s Rules of Order.”
Section 2

Section 3


A quorum for the transaction of business at any Board of Directors or Executive Board meeting shall consist of a majority of said Board meetings.

Article XI

Affiliations

Section 1


The Association may affiliate or become affiliated with organizations such as ACTE, and KACTE.

Section 2


When the Association is affiliated with the Kansas Association for Career and Technical Education, the members of the House of Delegates to which this association is entitled on the basis of membership shall be appointed by the Board of Directors at their annual meeting; one delegate for each ten members or major fraction thereof.  Additional delegates as increased membership permits may be appointed by the Executive Board.

Section 3


Trade and Industrial education clubs or CTSO’s in the state of Kansas may affiliate with KTIEA by making a written application, supplying a copy of their constitutions, and a list of their officers and sponsor.  It will be the responsibility of each club to keep the KTIEA informed of any constitution, officer or sponsor change.

Article XII

Membership Year and Fiscal Year

Section 1


The membership year is based on the anniversary of the date membership dues were paid.
Section 2 
Fiscal year shall be from July 1 of one year to June 30 of the succeeding year.

Article XIII
Amendments

Section 1


Amendments to this constitution may be presented at any regular scheduled meeting of the Board of Directors.  Upon approval by the Board of Directors the proposed amendment(s) shall be submitted within 15 calendar days to the membership by mail, in person or digitally for a vote. Members will have 45 days following Board of Director approval to respond. A majority of the returned ballots must approve the amendment(s) before it can become part of this constitution.

BY-LAWS

Article I

Duties of the Officers in KTIEA
Section 1
President-

a. Preside at all Board of Directors and Executive meetings

b. Preside at the general sessions and annual business meeting

c. Appoint committees and committee chairs with approval of the Board of Directors

d. Shall be responsible for the promotion and advancement of the Association

Section 2
President-Elect-

a. Program chairman for the annual meeting

b. Assume the duties of the president in his/her absence

c. Serve as an assistant to the president and familiarize himself/herself with the duties of the other officers of the Association

Section 3
CTE Pathway Representatives
a. Head the membership drive in their respective districts

b. Inform members of the annual meeting time

c. Serve on committees as appointed by the president

d. Attend Board of Directors meetings as scheduled

e. Serve in a public relations capacity to further the purposes of the KTIEA and other industrial education organizations

Section 4
Secretary/Treasurer-

a. Record the minutes of all Board of Directors, Executive Board, and annual meetings

b. Maintain a complete and accurate list of members

c. Collect dues and issue membership cards

d. Keep records of receipts and expenditures

e. Prepare a financial statement to be approved at the annual KTIEA meeting

f. Attend all Board and annual meetings as scheduled

g. Pay all bills as approved by the Board of Directors or the Executive Board

Section 5
Past President

a. Attend all meetings of the Association

b. Serve on committees as appointed by the president

c. Serve in an advisory capacity to other members of the Board

Section 6
Annual Conference Planning Committee

d. The most recent Past President, the current President, and the President-Elect will serve as the Conference Planning Committee

e. Prior Past-Presidents may be called on to serve as members of the Conference Planning Committee in an advisory capacity
f. Pathway Representatives are responsible for planning and scheduling training sessions for the pathways they represent. The planning committee will provide scheduled time to be filled.

Article II
Amendments

Section 1


Amendments to the By-Laws may be presented at any regular scheduled meeting of the Board of Directors.  A two-thirds vote of all directors present and voting must approve the amendment before it can become part of these by-laws.
